and Malayalam Literary survey. Mindaprani is a collection of his poems with fifty-

His
poems were also included in 3rd and 8th Std Malayalam textbooks prepared by
SCERT Govt. of Kerala. A German translation of his poem is in Swiss Radio. Apart
